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It is important to ensure fellowship with God before the study of the Word.

If we confess our sins, He is faithful and righteous to forgive us our sins and to cleanse us from
all unrighteousness (1 John 1:9).

Hebrews 4:12 For the Word of God is alive and powerful, sharper than any two-edged sword. . .

Philemon 1:6 and I pray that the fellowship of your faith may become effective through the knowledge of
every good thing which is in you for Christ's sake.

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“. .. the fellowship of your faith. . .” A reference to your spiritual life in consort with other believers.

Philemon 1:6 and I pray that the fellowship of your faith [the execution of the unique spiritual life; the
manifestation of the Spirit; the function of the spiritual gift that He gave you] may become effective
through [by means of] the [EPIGNOSIS] knowledge of every good thing [things of intrinsic value] which is
in you for Christ's sake.

PERMANENT SPIRITUAL GIFTS

I. SERVICE — (review)

Romans 12:6-7 Corrected translation Since we keep on having gifts that differ according to the grace
given to us, each of us is to exercise them accordingly: if prophecy, according to the proportion of his faith;
7if service, in his serving; or he who teaches, in his teaching;

II. TEACHING
Romans 12:7 if service, in his serving; or he who teaches, in his teaching;
» Teach — i8aokw — DIDASKO “To teach or instruct”
Definition -
1. The supernatural ability to break down revealed biblical truth, apply and communicate it in a

relevant manner to believers.
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You might know a lot of doctrine, but that does not mean you have the Spiritual Gift of teaching.

When you assemble together with fellow believers, your gift will naturally surface — if you are living your
spiritual life the way God intended it to be lived. God is the One that will provide the opportunities for
your gift to surface.

The ability to explain or instruct in a relevant manner what you have been illuminated
to in the word of God.

2. Those with the gift of teaching will be led to teach to one of five categories of believers in the
body of Christ.
a. Children

b. Teens

c. Young adults

~————— = Ideally this is where pastor-teacher should take over.
d. Adults With gift of teaching you might host a home Bible study.
e. Seniors With gift of teaching you might be led to teach a Bible class

in a nursing home or other location outside of the church.
3. The primary emphasis is to instruct spiritual babes, toddlers, and adolescents.
a. The responsibility of teaching does not fall on the pastor-teacher alone.

b. The gift of teaching facilitates the pastor’s spiritual advance with the maturing
believers in the flock.

c. The gift of teaching prepares the newly born again believers to join the advance.

III. ENCOURAGING - EXHORTATION
Romans 12:8 or he who exhorts, in his exhortation.

Exhort — mapakaréw — PARAKALEO — “To exhort; to encourage; to appeal to; to urge’
TAPA KAAED

mapa — PARA — “From, with, or beside”

The gift is fulfilled “from the side of a believer”; contact is essential!

kaAgw — KALEO — “To summony; to invite; to call”
The gift calls; it summons; it encourages people to take action.

The person with the Spiritual Gift of Tapakaréw is called to a fellow believer’s side to encourage them.



The person with the gift of exhortation is executed from the side of believers.

The person with the gift of exhortation urges fellow believers to take action in realizing God’s will.

Remember that all spiritual gifts are from God!
