� Your way -����� - DEREK – “A way; a road; a journey” – plans that you wish to accomplish 
 

� Trust also in Him - ���	
  - BATAH - “To trust; to have confidence in” 
 

Do you have confidence in the Lord after you have rolled out your plans to the thrown of grace in prayer?
