Hebrews 4:12 For the Word of God is alive and powerful, sharper than any two-edged sword. . .

 
 

B e  s p e c i f i c  i n  y o u r  p r a y e r  r e q u e s t s !  
 

Each of us is given a spiritual gift at the moment we are saved, exclusive of anything that we can ask or do. 
 
1 Corinthians 12:4- Now there are varieties of gifts, but the same Spirit.  
 
� διαίρεσις – DIAIRESIS – “Allotments or apportionments” 

 
� God did not create one spiritual gift to accomplish everything required in the body; there are many 

spiritual gifts. 
 

� Each spiritual gift is designed by God to add value to the body – to confer a benefit! 

 
� That is determined by the spiritual gift that you received at faith alone in Christ alone. 

 
If you do not know what your spiritual gift is, don’t worry about it.  

 

God is the one who gave it to you. 
 

He knows what it is. 
 

 
 

If you have not identified your spiritual gift, relax. 
 

1 Peter 5:6-7 Therefore humble yourselves under the mighty hand of God, that He may exalt you at 
the proper time; casting all your anxiety on Him, because He cares for you.  

 

It is important to ensure fellowship with God before the study of the Word.  
 

If  we confess  our sins ,  He is  fa ithful  and r ighteous  to  forgive us our sins  and to cleanse us from 
all  unrighteousness  (1  John 1:9) .  

 

One of the most wonderful things in life as a Christian is to identify what it is God wants you to do and 
where it is He wants you to do it. 
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� God will reveal to you what your spiritual gift is - as you continue to take in Bible doctrine and attend to 
the things you know you should be doing as a believer-priest. 

 
4 Now there are varieties [allotments or apportionments] of [spiritual] gifts. . . 
 
� God has an allotment of spiritual gifts for each body of believers and each ministry. 
 
� All allotments are not the same. 
 

 
 
 
Spiritual Gift “. . . the Holy Spirit doing a particular service through the believer and using the believer to 
do it” (Systematic Theology, Vol. VI, 216 - L. S. Chafer). 
 

Y o u r  s p i r i t u a l  g i f t  i s  d e s i g n e d  t o  a d d  v a l u e  t o  t h e  b o d y  o f  C h r i s t .  
 
POD:  To add value, the believer’s spiritual gift must function in a right way at the right time. 
 

 The deployment of the believer’s spiritual gift is a cooperative work with God. 
 

 You must be adjusted to God’s timing, not yours. 
 

Exhorter at large! 
 

Every believer needs to realize that God is the one who provides opportunities at the right time. 
 

Until then, the believer must be faithful in the Word and wait on the Lord. 
 
5 And there are varieties of ministries, and the same Lord. 
 

�  διακονία – DIAKONIA – “Services” 
 
There are a vast number of services that spiritual gifts provide for the body to function in a coordinated 

manner. 
 
� Each spiritual gift has a particular service that God has designed that gift to provide. 
 

Matthew 6:34 “. . . do not worry about tomorrow; for tomorrow will care for itself.” 
 
 
� Believers must remain in the position God has placed them in the body.  
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� Believers must function in that place. 
 
� Believers must be content with where God desires them to be used. 
 
What would happen if the foot would long for the glory of the hand and stop doing its job to do what God 

has designed the hand to do? 
 
 

 
 

What if the evangelist becomes weary to communicating the same Gospel and desires to function as a 
pastor-teacher? 

 
How about the pastor-teacher abandoning his post to function as the evangelist? 

 
6 There are varieties of effects 
 

� ἐνέργηµα – ENERGEMA – “Things produced” 
 

There are varieties of effects wrought within the body when our spiritual gifts are functioning. 
 

 
 

There is a host of effects when every part of the body is functioning properly in the position 
God has placed it. 

 
POD:  God has supernaturally gifted the believer to add value to the body.  
 
POD:  To add value, the believer’s spiritual gift must function in a right way, at the right time, at 
the right place. 
POD:  To function at the right place, right time, and right way requires genuine humility. 
 
POD:  Without genuine humility it is impossible to cooperate with God.   
 
6 There are varieties of effects, but the same God who works all things in all persons. 
 

O b s e r v e  W h o  i s  d o i n g  t h e  w o r k i n g !  

The  b ody  i s  t h r own  ou t  o f  b a l an c e !  
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God is the One who is working all things. 
 

� πᾶς – PAS – “All things” – A reference to the spiritual gifts 
 

Philippians 2:13 for it is God who is at work in you, both to will and to work for His good pleasure. 
 
6 There are varieties of effects, but the same God who works all things in all persons. 
 

� ἐν πᾶσιν – A reference to all the members of the body 
 

This is why the function of our spiritual gifts is a cooperative work with God. 
 
Does God work in all believers? 
 
� He works in all believers who are cooperating with Him. 
 
� He works in all believers who wait on God to add value to the body. 
  
As the believer walks by means of the Holy Spirit and fellowships [contact with fellow believers], the Lord is 

going to use him as a vessel to provide what the body needs when the body needs it. 
 

The believer must be willing to be used by the Lord, however and whenever as he walks by the Spirit. 
 
� You must trust Him to do the work. 
 
� You must give Him a willing soul in which to place desires. 
 
� You must allow Him to lead. 
 
� You must trust Him to open the door of opportunity to employ your gift. 
 

     
 

Wh en  t h a t  d o o r  o p e n s ,  y o u  s t e p  t h r o u g h  i n  f a i t h .  
 

God enables all gifts to function.
